Huron Shores Transit - https://huronshoresareatransit.ca/ 
• $10 long distance fare / $5 local fare. 
• Children 12 and under ride free with an adult. 
• 4 bus routes. 
• 1 bus serves 3 routes. 
• 22 towns/villages served. 
• 51 bus stops. 
• Route 2: Grand Bend to London. Two bus runs per day, seven days per week. Stops at Grand Bend, 

Dashwood, Exeter, Huron Park, Centralia, Lucan, and London. 

Middlesex Connects - https://www.middlesex.ca/ct 
Middlesex County Connect is an inter-community transit service that connects our local municipalities in Middlesex 
County and caters to the needs of seniors, students, youth, workers, and persons with disabilities, allowing them to 
easily access amenities in their hometowns as well as neighboring communities.  

County Connect operates two (2) bus routes Monday to Friday with Route 1 dedicated to Lucan - Ilderton - Arva – 
London 

All County Connect buses are wheelchair accessible with high floor ramp access, two (2) wheelchair spaces and 
equipped with a wheelchair lift. Buses also have a front mounted bike rack that can carry up to two bikes. 

For only $5 one-way, residents can access post-secondary institutions, employment, medical appointments and social 
programs, visit friends and family and connect with other transportation services. Children 5 and under, support persons 
and veterans can ride free of charge!
